Field and Stand Statistics – Short Version



 
 

Dear Parents,

This is the short version.  The complete version will be distributed later but this will help you take accurate stats during the initial games.  Both instructions version shall be available on the website too.

Stat volunteers should pick up a stat sheet from the coaches at the beginning of the game.  Please get to the game early so you can get your needed information before the game starts. Please bring a clip board and/or magazine to write on and a pencil.  

 

Each stat sheet has columns with a description in each.  When a player completes the specific move or action then they get a hash mark for each time in that box that lines up with their name.  A ruler is often helpful so you can look across to each player.  

GOAL:  if they shoot and score they get a hash mark for each goal

 

ASSISTS:  if they pass the ball to the player that scored they get a hash mark for this.  This pass is only the pass directly before the goal.  If a player passes to another player and then that player passes to the student that scores, then only the last person in the pass before the goal is given credit.  In Reality, all players assist as this is a team but the coaches know this.   

SHOT/GOAL:  if a player shoots and misses, they would get a hash mark here

 

FREE SHOT: if a player is fouled by our opponents goal, then everyone backs up and they get a free shot hash mark here.  If they make it in and score, they would also get a hash mark in the GOAL box.  This is different from SHOT/Goal during regular play time.  

 

TURNOVER:  please divide this column in half and put plus and minus at the top if it is not already done so.  

If a AHS player has the ball and gets checked and loses the ball or drops the ball, they would get a hash mark in the negative column.  If they attack the other team player and check them and they get the ball as a result, this would be a hash mark in the positive column.

 

GROUND BALLS:  if there is a loose ball and that player is the first one up with the ball, then they would get a hash mark here.  OR if there is a large group of kids and everyone is going for the ball then they would get a hash mark here. NOT a hash mark for players passing the ball and then dropping it and then scooping it up again.  NO HASH mark as this is NOT a ground ball.

 

INT (interception).:  if the other team is passing to each other and our player intercepts the ball, they would get a hash mark here.

 

FOULS:  If our player fouls the other team and this is evident by the way they make that player back up, then they get a hash mark in this column. Also if you see a player get a yellow or red card, please make note on the comments section and note the time of the offense.  

 

DRAW CONTROL:  The players face off at the beginning and after goals scored.  After the center does the draw the ball is flicked up.  The player that comes up with the ball or catches it in the air at face off will get a hash mark in this column.  This player is usually the Wing players(attack wing, or defensive wing) or Center.  

 
GOALIE:
There is a column for the Goalie.  Please make note of shots blocked, goals allowed in and free shots on them.  For example (1), if a shot is marked blocked the Goal and Free Shot column do not get marked.  For example (2), the Free Shot or Goal column is marked once.  A shot is either a normal Goal or a Free Shot goal.
 

This covers most stats and it is very helpful if you sit with others in the stand so you have more eyes watching and calling out who is doing what.  

 
Yellow / Red Card

You do not have to do stats on the opponents team except mark if a player has to sit from a yellow/red card.  Field stats will help clock person watch to make sure that player has sat out 3 minutes.  
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
